With the first group of DRMO representatives trained in the Electronic Turn In Document (ETID) process, our DRMO program is up and running.  As you probably know, DRMO Lakehurst was closed some time ago.  Now material being turned into DRMO will be shipped to Mechanicsburg, PA.  When you have material for turn-in, contact your competency/department representative.  (All competency/department representatives are listed in the attached file)  Your representative will contact the Supply Department (Mr. Bill Evans x7001) to initiate the turn-in process and assist with documentation.  
Shipments will be made once a month or as needed.  Due to lack of storage/staging areas, turn-in material must be held by the generator until the day of shipment.  Prior to the shipment Mr. Evans will come to inspect the material, determine the size of the truck needed and if any special circumstances exist.  Loading of the material will also be the responsibility of the generator.  If assistance with loading is needed, please contact the Public Works Trouble Desk for help (X2600).  The current cost for shipping is $30/hr.  Here are some FAQ's about DRMO.  

What is DRMO?  DRMO is the Defense Reutilization and Marketing Office.  This is a DOD service that provides disposal processing of excess/surplus material such as office furniture.

Why do I need to store the turn in material until shipment?  There is no storage available for DRMO material at Lakehurst.

Why do I need to now pay to ship my DRMO material and how much will it cost?    DRMO Lakehurst has been closed. It will take approximately 8-12 hrs for loading, unloading, and transit time at $30/hr.  

Can the cost be divided amongst different generators?  Yes.  Generators will be billed according to the percentage of the shipment that belongs to them.  

Will there only be one shipment per month?  The plan is to have one shipment per month.  However, if you need to dispose of material sooner, we can arrange an additional shipment.  NOTE:  If yours is the only material being shipped, you will pay 100% of the shipping cost, regardless of the amount of your material.  Of course we will coordinate shipments with other generators, to the best of our ability, and combine material to defray to cost of shipment.  

What if I don’t know how to do the paperwork needed to transfer the material to DRMO?  Contact you competency/department representative.  They have been trained in the ETID process.
