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ACTION CHIT HISTORY/COMMENTS

This chit is a combination of the following Action Chits; 96OLV12, 96ILV59, 96T&P77, 97ESC08, 98ONTOOL02, 98ONTOOL03, 98T&P04, 99OLV30. All of these Action Chits pertain to the NA-01-1A-505 manual.  All chits where placed in a Monitor status waiting for the update to the 505 manual. Recommend close these listed chits and refer to this action chit 00ESC01.



DESCRIBE THE PROBLEM:.

1) 96ILV59    Kapton wire is still in equipment when placed back in the supply system.

2) 96OLV12  There's no standardization on using chaff tape.  We know standard black electrical tape is not authorized but where is it in writing?  A work page in the 505 manual should be drafted.  All tapes should have a description and area/type of use.  We do this for wire.

3) 96T&P77  Work Package contains no info for using the instant connector kit "Glue Gun" for building adapter harness connectors.
4) 97ESC08   Shock/ARC/burning wiring when using locally manufactured trouble shooting wires.

5) 98ONTOOL02 The Readiness Impact Cause Analysis Team (RICAT) investigation of E-2C degrades shows that nickel finish connector accessories are in Fleet inventories.  These parts are being supplied as replacements for the originally supplied Cadmium O. D. parts (500 hour salt test capability).

6) 98ONTOOL03 There is no reference to Time Domain Reflectometer (TDR) usage in the NA 01-1A-505

7) 98T&P04  Proper tools and their uses are not documented in any publication or instruction manual for I-Level connector repair kits, resulting in tools that are misused and damaged.  NA 01-1A-505 does not fully cover usage instructions for all “non-platform specific” tools contained in these kits.

8) NAVWAG is adding safety cable vice safety wiring to the NA01-1A-8 (Navy) and NA01-1A-505 manuals as an alternate method to secure connectors, back shells, etc. 

9) 1553 data bus stub connectors and terminator repair is not contained in the NA-01-1A-505 manual. Propose this data be incorporated in the 505 and also provided via CD-ROM/AWIS web page.

10) The MILK81786AAS Maintenance Repair Set Part Numbers are not supported in the Supply System. Place a list of approved splice kit material into an appendix in the NA01-1A-505 wire repair manual.
