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DESCRIBE THE PROBLEM:.

The use/application of “catapillar” grommet on structure/airframe of the V-22. It has been identified that simply friction fitting grommet would not assure proper longevity of install and that an adhesive was required to be used at the production facility as well as the fleet.

Use of adhesive keeps grommet in place, resulting in less need to replace loose or broken grommet, as well as reducing potential for FOD.
