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ACTION CHIT HISTORY/COMMENTS

DESCRIBE THE PROBLEM:.

The MV-22 wiring diagrams (in both IETMS and hard copy) are not detailed enough to aid troubleshooting. There are zero block diagrams and logic charts for the internal structures of the WRA’s. Consequently signal tracing through WRA’s is not possible at this time and external support is required. Other aircraft types have publications with this information (i.e. F/A-18, AV-8B) in their publications and this type of information should be the same across all A/C types.

DESCRIBE IMPACT IN TERMS OF MISSION READINESS, SAFETY, MAN-HOUR EFFICIENCY OR COST 

AVOIDANCE/SAVINGS:

Impact is double or triple the amount of time for troubleshooting due to incomplete understanding of system operation, excessive time expended waiting for troubleshooting information from external sources. (i.e. FSR, FST, manufacture, etc.) In addition to the cost of troubleshooting man-hours is the cost or WRA’s replaced as part of troubleshooting procedures.

PROPOSED SOLUTION:.

Revise MV-22 publications to include block diagrams and logic charts inside WRA’s to improve troubleshooting abilities.  PMA’s and APML need to be brought into the loop and their concurrence will be needed to implement this change.
