DESCRIBE THE PROBLEM:.

SSgt Lesbo, MALS 26, 910-449-6244:

The cap stand will not install on the wire braider machine due to the foot print in the Mobile Facility. The braider is mounted too close to the wall.
SSgt George, MALS 31 MCAS Beaufort, 843-228-8172/8173:
One of the cable braiders installed in our mobile maintenance facility (MMF), s/n GSG356, is installed too close to the side of the MMF, and will not allow mounting of the capstand.

DESCRIBE IMPACT IN TERMS OF MISSION READINESS, SAFETY, MAN-HOUR EFFICIENCY OR COST 

AVOIDANCE/SAVINGS:

At present the braiding can not be used to their full effectiveness without the capstands installed.
On larger cables the absence of the capstand will require more man hours, damage the unit under maintenance, and could possibly increase the chance of injury.
PROPOSED SOLUTION:.

Move the braider away from the wall and redrill the mounting holes.
