This is still a valid requirement and will be included in the AWSEC F/A-18C/D funding requirement.  

Dec 00:
In 1998, the F/A-18 program procured an additional 5 SU’s to test the PAS.  They were delivered to AIMD’s Cecil Field, Oceana, and Lemoore, and MALS-31 and MALS-12.    Funding requirements will be forwarded to the F/A-18 for ’02 procurement.
