CORRECTIVE ACTION/RESULTS:  

11 March 04 – Discussions at CHROME 2004 requested that Jim Lawson, Yuma, AZ receive the nozzle and adaptor to test out. Each unit will need to buy them if they want as an accessory to the kit. Part numbers will be forthcoming.

20 Feb 04 – The heat gun manufacturer (Malcom Co.) has finished the design and testing of an insulated extended tip nozzle.  They are also completing the manufacture of an angled extended tip nozzle.  Both items should be ready by March ’04 for demonstration at the CHROME conference.  Fleet input will be used to determine if these designs are good candidates for field-testing and evaluation. 

16 April 01 – The heat gun manufacturer has been receptive to all of our suggestions on how to improve the tool.   The design of the long nozzle adapter is currently being investigated.  Other initiatives include attachment of soldering iron to battery pack.
