CORRECTIVE ACTION/RESULTS:  

20 Feb 04 – NAVAIR and the Air Force are both evaluating several contractors with a variety of technologies to get test equipment with the best fit for the aircraft maintainers.  These technologies include advanced TDR and SWR distance to fault detection, chafe detection, automated cable analysis, hand-held instruments, etc.  Funding is being provided through COSSI, CTTO, and SBIR initiatives, as well as the AAIPT, and PMA-260 organizations.  Several of the fruits of these investigations are being demonstrated / presented at the CHROME and NAVWAG and the AAWWG meetings to get further Fleet input.  Fleet on-aircraft evaluations are being conducted and will be increasing in the coming months.

19 Mar 02 – Presently trying to get the vendors for the test sets to the conference to show the equipment.

16 Oct 01 – Bob Hubbard Team Lead for AWSEC discovered that NAVAIR 4.2 and AIR 4.4 had been working to get a Automated Wire Analysis (AWA) support equipment for the Depot. Once it was designed and procured it was decided that it might be usable for the O and I Levels of maintenance. B. Hubbard and W. Applegate have been working with NAVAIR 4.2 and AIR 4.4 to establish the parameters that will be required for the tester at the O and I Level. The piece of support equipment selected by NAVAIR 4.2 and AIR 4.4 will be discussed at this years CHROME Conference to determine what the Fleet really wants for the a Wire Test Set.

16 May 01 – Presentation was well received at the CHROME Conference. Chit to remain in monitor status until a tester has been selected.

12 Sep 00 – Traveled to Palm Springs, CA for a demonstration on the IFD-2000. Universal Synaptics will be giving a presentation at CHROME Conference 2001.
