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DESCRIBE THE PROBLEM:

1553 Data Bus Test Set to be configured with cables for specific aircraft.  AV-8B has this system but is not listed in current aircraft listing.  Also H-2, EP-3E, and EA-6B not listed.

DESCRIBE IMPACT IN TERMS OF MISSION READINESS, SAFETY, MAN-HOUR EFFICIENCY OR COST AVOIDANCE/SAVINGS:

PROPOSED SOLUTION:

Initiate list of all A/C with 1553 Data Bus.  Manufacture cables for each aircraft.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

97-ESC-01 and 97-OLV-03 have been referred to, and will be considered closed upon closure of, Action Chit 97-ESC-04.  Action assigned to NAWCADLKE Aircraft Wiring Support Equipment (AWSE) Commodity to determine the feasibility of providing Common Support Equipment (CSE) 1553 Data Bus Tester.  

CORRECTIVE ACTION/RESULTS:

13 Apr 97 - The facts concerning the tester becoming Navy common are often misunderstood.  A 1553 Data Bus Tester has not been prioritized high enough on the APN-7 conference buy list CSE by the Fleet TYCOMs.  Interested platforms have funded the AWSE Commodity for this effort (APN-1 PSE) when required. 

19 Sep 97 - The AV-8B community would like to have a common tester provided to support testing and troubleshooting of the 1553 data bus network.  The chit originator stated there are two busses on the standard configuration, and three on the radar aircraft.   A means to easily test the bus would benefit them in both time and money.  If a bus is found to be bad, the cable is often just removed and replaced instead of repairing it, since there is no easy method to detect and troubleshoot the bus.  The Lakehurst AWSE Commodity will pursue discussions with the AV-8B (Mariam Corrigan), EP-3, ES-3 (John Vail), and EA-6B (Jerry Mollo) Support Equipment Project Office (SEPOs).  SEPO responses will be generated and reflected in the next action item updates.

14 Jan 98 - The originator has been informed of the above.  The AV-8B WSM is not convinced that the 1553 Data Bus Tester is a requirement for them.  An approximate total quantity of twenty five (25) data bus testers will be procured: 6 for the EP-3, 6 for the F-14, 4 for the V-22, 2 for the E-2C, 2 for the EA-6B, 3 for the E-6B, 1 for the C-130 and 1 for the CFA. 

6 Apr 98 - Recommend this action item remain in monitor status and AV-8B Weapons System Manager (WSM) will be requested to raise this issue at the AV-8B Interim Logistic Support Management Team (ILSMT) in Apr 98.
22 April 98 – The Executive Steering Committee (ESC) recommend S2476N Data Bus Tester be procured by individual platforms.  It is a common tester but cables are peculiar cables set.

1 July 98 – P. Scatko and G. Senescu assigned action for AV-8B cables adapter set with a projected delivery date of November for preliminary adapter cables received.     
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11 Aug 98 – Dave Sparazza is researching AV8B for cable sets.  NAS Atlanta to make the cables.  Paul Scatko, Johnny Jones, Dave Sparazza, and Dan Preissman to hold meeting and resolve with source data.

21 Sep-98 – G. Senescu re-assigned. D. Sperazza is researching AV-8B wiring schemes and connector data information to build a bus matrix that will provide all the details required building a cable set. Once accomplished, analysis begins to determine maximum number of connectors, cables, length of cables and location on the aircraft. After that, cables will be designed and prototypes built.

3 Nov 98 – SERD (GFER5237, #0080) has been updated to include all platforms.

7 Jan 99 – To date 30 cables have been designed and all but four are complete and ready for prototyping. The decisions to go forward is on hold pending availability of funding and receipt of additional technical information regarding the compatibility of the 1553 tester with the AV-8B databus system.

24 June 99 – No change in status.

18 Aug 99 – No change.  Awaiting funding from the AV-8 commodity in order to proceed forward.

13 April 00 - FY00 funding was finally received.  All adapter cables have been designed.  Component and piece parts are being purchased.  Two prototype adapter cable sets are being manufacture by MALS 49 at Steward AFB in NY.   The EDD of the prototypes is 05/15/00.  Once delivered, a Fleet verification will be performed at Cherry Point by MALS 14.   If all goes well production Adapter Cable Sets are expected to available NLT November 2000. Place in monitor status.

23 April 01 – NAWCADLKE AWSEC team members preformed verification during first quarter of fiscal year 2001.  Modifications to the prototype cable sets were made.  Production cables set are being manufactured with deliveries to Fleet activities expected to begin June 01. Remain in monitor status until delivery to the Fleet.

10- April 02 – The production cable sets are waiting final assembly and shipment.  Waiting funding from the AV-8B commodity in order to proceed forward.  If all goes as planned the Adapter Cable Sets are expected to be available NLT June 2002.

02 Feb 2004 – All cable sets have been identified.  Recommend monitor Chit.
