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DESCRIBE THE PROBLEM:

Request AWIS database be made available through the World Wide Web (www).

DESCRIBE IMPACT IN TERMS OF MISSION READINESS, SAFETY, MAN-HOUR EFFICIENCY OR COST AVOIDANCE/SAVINGS:

This should reduce supply research time by giving the technical access to a reliable tool thereby increasing mission readiness.

PROPOSED SOLUTION:

Make a search engine that will cross from contract P/N to applicable connectors, connectors to connectors, connectors to A/C with a display of A/C / connector / contact/ backshell/ tool and a basic description of the connector.

EXECUTIVE/SUMMARY:

CORRECTIVE ACTION/RESULTS:

1 July 98 – At present time, Aircraft Wiring Information System (AWIS) is being reconfigured into a Window base program.  Funding has been requested from PMA-260 for FY99 budget to complete this task. 

11 Aug 98 – Since March 1998, the AWIS database has undergone extensive overhaul to convert the system to a Windows-based Graphical User Interface (GUI) database.  Updating the AWIS database system to a Windows format is phase one of a long-term initiative designed to make the database more user friendly, and www compatible. The AWIS database is an integral portion of the NAWCADLKE Aircraft Wiring SE program.  Successful execution of the aforementioned upgrade is a prerequisite to enable the database to become accessible via the www, and provide the expanded capability in accordance with the needs of the NAVAIR community. The result will be the production of an invaluable research tool applicable to the vast majority of the NAVAIR community and potentially DOD.

22 Sep 98 – The NAWCADLKE Aircraft Wiring SE Commodity is working with the Lakehurst Information Management Division (IMD) to upgrade the AWIS database to an Oracle software configuration that will allow the database to become accessible via the World Wide Web (www).  The programming required to upgrade the AWIS database to become www compatible is extensive.  This process is in work and a milestone has been established for a demonstration at Cable Harness Repair Or Manufacture Equivalent (CHROME) Conference 1999, with a web page by 2000.  Suggest place in monitor status.

30 Mar 99 – The AWIS database will be at the CHROME conference for a demonstration. Work is still being done to finalize the product.

25 Mar 00 – The AWIS database process is continuing and the database will be at the FY00 Chrome conference for demonstration.  The upgrade process of the database is now near completion and  a milestone for  World Wide Web (www) access is for December, 2000.  Client Server will be available in September, 2000.

24 April 01 – Recommend closer of this chit.  AWIS database will be available via the Web through

an association with a contractor.  Contract talks are underway.    

16 May 01 – ESC recommends to monitor until the database is on the web site.
