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DESCRIBE THE PROBLEM: 

Request update on the EA-6B connector repair tool sets, O Level.  The current repair kit does not cover many connectors in the EA-6B due to the updates in configuration and changes.

DESCRIBE IMPACT IN TERMS OF MISSION READINESS, SAFETY, MAN-HOURS EFFICIENCY OR COST AVOIDANCE/SAVINGS: 

Inability to do proper repairs results in aircraft down time or incorrect expeditious repairs.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

CORRECTIVE ACTION/RESULTS:

22 Sep 98 – Mr. Gerry Mollo (EA-6B SEPO) tasked the Aircraft Wiring Support Equipment (AWSE) Commodity NAWCADLKE in FY-99 to develop a current Wiring System Repair Tool Set for the EA-6B platform.  The Tool Set p/n’s addressed by this chit are antiquated, and were fielded in the early and mid 1980s to support the Block 82 configuration of the EA-6B.  In addition, many avionics upgrades to the EA-6B platform have been incorporated since the fielding of the of the tool sets cited by the chit originator.  The current task is to replace the three above cited O-Level Tool Sets with a new state-of the-art Tool Set which contains all of the wiring repair tools to support all EA-6B configurations up to and including the Block 89A and EFIS aircraft.  The AWSE Commodity NAWCADLKE has obtained the wiring system component data for all configurations up to Block 89A and EFIS, and input all of this data into the Aircraft Wiring Information System (AWIS) database.   The Block 89A and EFIS wiring component data have not yet been available as of this date.  When this data becomes available, the AWSE Commodity will input all of this new data into AWIS, and begin the tooling research to define the new configuration Tool Set which will replace the 3 outdated tool sets cited above.  To potentially complicate this task, funding for this effort for FY-99 has been recently cut back, and the EA-6B SEPO indicates that funding could be potentially non-existent for this effort in FY-99.   The current chit status is that Block 89A data should be available by the second quarter of F-99, however, due to no funds available for this effort, the project will be on hold until funding is available.  This chit placed in monitor status until funded.  

3 Nov 98 – Block 89A needs to be rolled into new kit. Concur with recommendation placing chit in monitor status until funding received.

7 Jan 99 – Still in monitor status until release of funds.

13 Apr 01 – In January 2000, funds were released to begin development of a new/modernized O-Level Wiring System Repair Tool Set incorporating the Block 89A aircraft wiring configuration.  This Tool Set development is complete as of 15 April 01, and 10 sets are expected to be placed on contract for procurement NLT 30 August 01, with expected delivery NLT 30 March 02.  Place chit in monitor status until initial Tool Sets are fielded. 

05 Feb 02 – This item completed Critical Design review in Jan 02, with scheduled delivery of units in June 02.

08 Mar 04 - EA-6B O-Level Wire Repair Tool Set (PN 3440AS100-1) was delivered in 2003. Recommend closing this action.
