DESCRIBE THE PROBLEM: There are no 1553 Data Bus Cable test sets for the S-3B in the Fleet.

DESCRIBE IMPACT IN TERMS OF MISSION READINESS, SAFETY, MAN-HOUR EFFICIENCY OR COST 

AVOIDANCE/SAVINGS: Man hours in troubleshooting would be reduced by half.

PROPOSED SOLUTION: Have cable test sets made or get diagrams so each squadron can make the cables in house.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

CORRECTIVE ACTION/RESULTS:

25 Feb 04 – The 1553 tester procurement is progressing with 70 being procured in FY04 and the remaining being procured in FY05 and FY06. Recommend remain in monitor status.
16 April 01 – While cable adapters can be made on an as-needed basis and stored with test equipment, it is not the best long-term maintenance approach.  The Aircraft Wiring Commodity has been SERDing and contracting adapter cable sets for the aircraft platforms.  This will assure a complete, ruggedized, fully provisioned and logistically supported set to accommodate the test equipment.  CHROME action chits are forwarded up the funding chain when annual budgets are updated.  The priority for receiving the CSE data bus testers being purchased in ’04 and ’05 will be for the platforms that already have cable sets in place.

Recommend monitor status. 

 25 May 00 – Platform response being monitored regarding funding issues.

13 Apr 00 – Platform personnel have been notified of the problem. A funding item has been defined. A copy of the action chit will be forwarded with funding documents.

15 Nov 99 - S-3B 1553 data bus repair would benefit from the use of a tester and corresponding cable set. No funding has been defined to support procurement.
