ACTION CHIT HISTORY/COMMENTS

DESCRIBE THE PROBLEM: Tools in the S-3B connector repair kits P/N 1879AS100 MFG 58164, have been on order for over 2 years. Tool kit is not in compliance with the SCIT program.

DESCRIBE IMPACT IN TERMS OF MISSION READINESS, SAFETY, MAN-HOUR EFFICIENCY OR COST 

AVOIDANCE/SAVINGS: No tools problem can not be resolved.

PROPOSED SOLUTION: Incorporate a publication for the S-3B tool kit or include the S-3B into the AWIS data base. Make tool kit compliant with the SCIT program.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:  RECOMMEND CLOSE

CORRECTIVE ACTION/RESULTS:

11 March 04 – ESC approved, closed.

18 Feb 04 – Since the S-3B “Sundown Date” is established as FY-09, funding for future procurements  is not authorized. This item will not be procured and recommend this Action Chit be CLOSED. See also CHROME Chits 99-OLV-13 and 99-OLV-26.

5 Feb 02 – This item was discussed during a AWSEC/S-3B Platform Team mtg on 1/30/02. FY-02 budget request of 149K  for FY02 was submitted by AWSEC and is waiting funding. 

16 Apr 01 – Funds have not materialized to perform an update of the S-3B Wiring System and Connector Repair Tool Set, which would bring this SE into SCIT compliance.  Place in monitor status pending identification of funds to perform task.

18 Aug 99 - Recommend action from chit number 97ILV04 be placed under this chit.  Also, action is being taken via chit number 99-OLV-26 to develop a new Wiring System Repair Tool Set for the S-3B aircraft.  The currently fielded Tool Set was developed in 1987 and is antiquated and outdated.  The current Tool Set needs to be updated to incorporate many new tooling requirements, which have emerged over the past several years, as well as be updated to become SCIT compliant.  This task is most efficiently done through design of a new Tool Set, which would be inherently SCIT compliant by design.  In addition, during development of a new Tool Set, all S-3B wiring system and tools data would be incorporated into the AWIS database, as requested by the Fleet in this chit.  A funding proposal is being developed to forward to the S-3B SEPO for development of a new Tool Set.  This funding requirement and POA&M is to be given to the S-3B SEPO NLT 30 Sep 99.  Place chit in monitor status pending identification of funds to perform task.
