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ACTION CHIT HISTORY/COMMENTS

 NAVWAG has been evaluating the composite edging grommet under action chit 95W11.

DESCRIBE THE PROBLEM: MIL-DTL-22529/2 composite edging grommet is a new product that requires no epoxy to install compared to MS21266 caterpillar grommet. However, it requires being cut to length with bypass shears to prevent sharp edges that could damage wire.

DESCRIBE IMPACT IN TERMS OF MISSION READINESS, SAFETY, MAN-HOUR EFFICIENCY OR COST 

AVOIDANCE/SAVINGS: The composite edging grommet is environmentally friendly, requires no setup time and does not become brittle and break off. This is a suitable replacement for MS 21266 in many applications.

PROPOSED SOLUTION: Insure that squadron tool kits have bypass shears to properly cut the grommet to length.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: Transfer to Luther Roberts, NAVWAG chairman. 

CORRECTIVE ACTION/RESULTS:

25 Feb 04 - The requirement for bypass shears has been incorporated into the NA01-1A-505 NAVAIR Aircraft Wiring Installation Practices technical manual.  This should be reflected in the next published update of the 505.  The Aircraft Wiring Support Equipment Commodity (AWSEC) will incorporate these bypass shears into future Organizational level aircraft wiring system repair tool sets.  The bypass shears will also be added to the Intermediate level wiring repair tool sets.  Existing tool set designs may have the bypass shears added during tool set ECP’s.  Recommend monitor until the 505 manual is published with the bypass shears included and until “I” level tool sets, and possibly some “O” level sets, are modified to include the bypass shears.

18 Dec 01 - Action reassigned to Ben Yearwood.

17 May 01 – Discussion at CHROME Conference 2001 subcommittee consensus was that until the NA505 has been updated and includes the new grommet edging that common tool control Program Manager, Hal Kimball, NAWCADLKE Code 4872, be contacted to deemed who has cog over by-pass cutters.

14 Jun 00 – Give chit to NAVWAG chairman and have him monitor until responsibility has been assigned.

20 April 00 – Chit to remain in a monitor status and be revisited at the subcommittee meetings at the CHROME conference to as certain if the grommet edging responsibility has been assigned.

13 Jan 00 – AWSE Team discussed this issue and has decided that until we know who the composite edging material control will be, we can not furnish cutters for this as it may end up out of our responsibility.  Recommend monitor until the issue of responsibility is decided. 

 18 Aug 99 - Contacted Ideal Industries and talked to Jack Zinkan about cutting the composite grommet material and he suggested their part number 45-315.  Jack recommended this cutter/stripper as it has the capability to cut the hardened metals without blade damage.  We have a picture from Ideal for review.

8 Jun 99 – Action chit assigned to Rick Clarkson
