ACTION CHIT HISTORY/COMMENTS:

DESCRIBE THE PROBLEM: 

Many aircraft wiring have wires marked with the manufacture’s specific wire number system. Some difficulties exist finding MIL specs wire numbers to cross to OEM specs. Not all platform specific wire repair manuals have cross-reference listings. 

DESCRIBE IMPACT IN TERMS OF MISSION READINESS, SAFETY, MAN-HOUR EFFICIENCY OR COST 

AVOIDANCE/SAVINGS: Loss of person-hours research correct replacement for OEM wiring. Possible installation of wrong wire type when doing wire repair.

PROPOSED SOLUTION: Provide a standardized cross-reference for OEM wire numbering systems to proper MIL spec wiring.
