ACTION CHIT HISTORY/COMMENTS:

DESCRIBE THE PROBLEM: 

The S-3B squadrons do not have a 1553 Data Bus Tester.

DESCRIBE IMPACT IN TERMS OF MISSION READINESS, SAFETY, MAN-HOUR EFFICIENCY OR COST 

AVOIDANCE/SAVINGS: Loss of person-hours troubleshooting ghost gripes. Less down time for the aircraft for troubleshooting the data bus.

PROPOSED SOLUTION: Procure 1553 Data Bus tester for S-3B squadrons.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

CORRECTIVE ACTION/RESULTS:

25 Feb 04 – The 1553 tester procurement is progressing with 70 being procured in FY04 and the remaining being procured in FY05 and FY06. Recommend remain in monitor status.
16 April 01 – Cable sets can be designed without the test equipment (once the tester mating connector is defined).  The Wiring Commodity has loaned testers to squadrons to check out the cable designs.  Initiating the process to establish the adapter set probably will be enough to get in on the APN-7 tester distribution list in ’04.

22 Aug 00 – Action reassigned to the S-3B Primary Point of Contact (PPC).

25 May 00 – Platform response being monitored regarding funding issues.

13 Apr 00 – Platform personnel have been informed of the benefits of the tester. A budget item has been defined. A copy of this action chit will be forwarded with the funding documentation.

15 Nov 99 – S-3B 1553 data bus repair would benefit from the use of a tester. No funding has been defined to support its use or associated cable components. Lakehurst has no extra testers to send out for development tests.
