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ACTION CHIT HISTORY/COMMENTS:

DESCRIBE THE PROBLEM: 

The 1553 Data Bus Testers 2471and 2475 do not meet EMI requirement. There are 4 on the east coast and 3 on the west coast supporting the ES-3A and EP-3 squadrons.

DESCRIBE IMPACT IN TERMS OF MISSION READINESS, SAFETY, MAN-HOUR EFFICIENCY OR COST 

AVOIDANCE/SAVINGS: Potential for shipboard/deployed problems.

PROPOSED SOLUTION: Reconfigure to new 1553 data bus tester. 

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

CORRECTIVE ACTION/RESULTS:

11 March 04 – Discussion which took place at CHROME 2004 took place. Fleet was not aware of the new version. A message should go out telling them if they have an older version of tester to upgrade to the newer one. SERMIS should also have information on where to send the old tester.

20 Feb 04 – The S2476N 1553 databus testers, that meet the EMI requirements, are on the APN-7 buy list for FY04 and FY05 procurement.  The S-3 and EP-3 platforms are on the list to get testers during this time.  Suggest each site make their situation / need known to their SEPOs to be sure to get these asset

17 May 01 – ESC recommends keep open in MONITOR status until new testers (EMI hardened) are on contract.

16 Apr 01 - An upgrade would involve at least changing the cases for the receiver and transmitter.  The batteries and charger also have been improved over the earlier designs.  In short, for such small quantities, it would not be cost effective to modify the testers.  They can be kept for a non-EMI-critical environment and new testers can be obtained through the APN-7 ’04 and ’05 purchases.

25 May 00 – A meeting is being set up for the end of June (after the CHROME/NAVWAG conference) to meet with BCF representatives to discuss these supportability issues.

24 Apr 00 – The meeting with BCF representative has been postponed, no new date has been set.

13 Apr 00 – The testers were made by the US representative of the UK company that designed the testers. The US company is no longer making or supporting these items. Their manufacturing process did not exactly duplicate the parts used by the original manufacture, so their supportability is not a simple issue. The first week in May, the UK company BCF Designs will meet with Lakehurst personnel to discuss support/repair of the 2471s and 2475s.
