Chief Joseph was born in 1840 in the
Wallowavalley the land of the
winding waters, in northeastern
Oregon, birthplace of hisfather and
his ancestors. He was given the tribal
name hinmahtoo yahlahket thunder
rolling in the mountains. His father
tuekakas, was known to the local
whites as old Joseph, so they called
his son young Joseph.

Principles of War

Objective: Every military operation must be directed toward a

decisive, obtainable objective. b The destruction of the enemy’s
armed forces and his will to fight is ultimate military objective.

Offensive: Only offensive action achieves desired results.

Simplicity: Simplicity must be applied to organization, methods
and means.

Unity of Command: Coordination by direction or cooperation.

Mass: Maximum available combat power must be applied at point
of decision.

Economy of Force: Minimum essential means must be

employed at points other than that of decision. p Limited attacks,
defense, deception or retreat at noncritical points.

Maneuver: Maneuver is used to alter relative combat power.
Surprise: May decisively shift the balance of combat power.

Security: Prevents surprise, preserves freedom of action, allows
employment of forces / weapons / power most effectively.
